SHEPHERD INSTRUCTIONS
Key Dates:

1. May 4-8:  
· Call your households to take their reservations for one of the “Building on Faith” Gatherings (Dates and Times TBD) and the Mission Rally Brunch and program following worship on Sunday, May 31.  (There is no cost for the brunch and it is not a potluck, so people do not have to bring anything.) 
· Call in your reservations for the “Building on Faith” Gatherings to Joan Wilson at 585-347-4024 or joanmarie63@gmail.com by May  9th.  Call in your reservations for the brunch (or e-mail them) to Pat Schlegel 585-381-8989 or Pats63mild@frontiernet.net. 
· Also, invite people to pick up their Campaign packets following worship on May 17 or 24.  Any Campaign packets that have not been picked up will be delivered by Shepherds or members of the Campaign Steering Team.
2. May 17 and 24:  Help with the distribution of Campaign Packets after worship. 
3. May 24-30:  Help with delivering Campaign Packets that have not been picked up.
4. June 7-10:  Call as a reminder for participation in the Prayer Vigil on Saturday, June 13 and Commitment Sunday Worship followed by a festive coffee hour on June 14.

 THE CAMPAIGN PACKET CONTAINS THE FOLLOWING ITEMS:
Brochure –An inspiring and uplifting look at our family of faith at work, at play, at worship as well as the information about our congregation’s renovation plans and the goals of our Campaign.  It includes a Commitment Form and a Guide for Giving indicating the number and size of gifts needed to achieve the goals of the Campaign.  

Stories of Faith Booklet – This will be used by members to under gird the campaign with prayer and reflection and to assist each person in their discipleship journey.

Creative Giving Guide – An outline of different ways people might be able to give a gift to the Campaign.  

The Prayer Vigil is a time-honored custom that dates back to Old Testament practices.  Prayer Vigils historically have been held to offer prayer petitions for God’s guidance and support at significant times in the life of an individual or a community.  These petitions are constant over an extended period of time and are offered immediately prior to the significant happening.    Members of the congregation are asked to sign up to pray during any of the allotted one-half hour time periods of the Prayer Vigil and invite members they are calling to do likewise. Encourage those you call to sign up on the poster at church or simply come at a time that works best for them. 
The Commitment Sunday Worship Service and Festive Gathering are the highlight events of the Campaign. It is during worship that we celebrate our unity in Christ, declare our belief and solidarity in our church’s future mission and commit our financial resources to making this vision happen.  During the worship service members of the congregation will be asked to return their commitment form for the three-year Building on Faith to Grow, Love and Serve Campaign.

Your first telephone call could go something like this:

Hi, this is (name) from Christ the Good Shepherd.   I’m calling to remind you of some important things that are being planned at church.   Do you have a few moments to talk right now?  I wanted to make sure that you have heard about the “Building on Faith” Gatherings that are being held over the next few weeks.  I’m calling to find out which gathering will work best for you, so that those who are hosting the gatherings know how many to plan for.  Have you had a chance to look over the dates?  I’m also calling to make sure you have heard about the Mission Rally Brunch and program on Sunday, May 31 following our worship service.  In order to plan for the food and seating, I’m calling to find out how many people from your family will be coming. (or if it is a single person, “to take your reservation for the brunch.”)  

Instead of asking if they plan to attend, ask them how many places you should reserve for each event.  Assume they are coming!  Make it easy for them to say yes!)  Record their reservations on the Mission Rally Reservation form.

Complete all your calls and call or e-mail your reservations to Joan and Pat by May 9. 

After you have finished taking their reservations, continue, “I also wanted to let you know that you can pick up your Campaign Packet after worship on either May 17 or 24.” …You can go on to explain what is in the packet and ask if they have any questions, etc.  If they cannot be at worship those weekends, explain that someone will stop by with their packet of information.
Begin your second telephone conversation something like this:

Hi, this is (name), from church.  How are you doing today?  Do you have a minute to talk with me now? (If any prayer concerns came up during your first conversation, ask how things are going. When finished continue with the conversation…) I am calling to remind you that there is still time to sign up for the Prayer Vigil on Saturday, June 13 or simply come whenever you can between (Times TBD).   And, Sunday, June 14 is Commitment Sunday when we will hand in our commitments to our Capital Campaign during worship. Following each worship service there will be a very nice coffee hour and festive gathering, so please plan to stay after for this time of celebration. Do you have any questions about any of these activities?” Close the conversation with something like this:  “It’s been nice having this chance to talk with you and I look forward to seeing you in church.”
