CGS Child Protection Policy
One of the goals of CGS is to provide a safe, secure, loving environment for children/ youth.  In an effort to accomplish this, we have several security measures in place to protect our children, their parents and the church.

VOLUNTEER ELIGIBILITY POLICY

All paid staff and children’s volunteers must submit to a background check before they are allowed to have contact with kids through church-sponsored programs.  

Volunteers for children’s programs must attend the church for at least 6 months, before they can be considered for a position in a child-related ministry.

At no time is an employee or volunteer permitted to be alone with a child or youth.

TRAINING POLICY

Nursery, children, and youth workers are expected to participate in periodic training sessions designed to improve their ability to serve you and your child.
All children and youth ministry volunteers are supervised by competent ministry professionals who are on hand to provide assistance should a problem arise.
NAME BADGES POLICY

We ask each teacher/volunteer and staff to wear a name badge when scheduled to minister.  This helps parents know who is ministering to their children.  Please keep name badges in a locked area so that they are readily available.

CHECK IN AND DISMISSAL OF CHILDREN POLICY

To provide security a parent shall check in and leave each child with an adult team member at the door, a child is only to be left if the teacher or adult assistant is there to receive them.  Teen volunteers may not receive children. (If there is no teacher or assistant in the classroom, parents will wait in the hallway patiently for the teacher to arrive.) 

Visitors/Guests are asked to fill out a Registration Form for their family upon their fist visit to the church.  Parents or relatives are requested not to come to the door to check on children during service.  They are to be notified immediately if their child seems unduly upset and unable to adjust to the classroom routine. 

Parents must present their pager sticker or badge upon picking their children up after service.    Older minor-aged siblings under the age of 18 will not be permitted to pick up a younger child.  The only person allowed to pick up a child is the person with the pager number. Parents who are unable to pick up their child because of ministry in another area are to give their pager sticker/badge to someone they trust to pick up their child.  

BATHROOM USE POLICY
For the safety of the child as well as your own, always take at least two children with you to the bathroom.  Never take a child to the bathroom alone!  Teen Volunteers may NOT take children to the bathroom.

Some classrooms have a bathroom nearby and can allow a child to go to the bathroom without an adult.  In this case, the teacher should keep an eye on the door so that the child is seen going to and coming from the bathroom.
